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New Perspectives on Japan-China
Relations, 1870-1945*

Douglas R. Reynolds

Today’s presentation is titled “New Perspectives on Japan-China
Relations, 1870-1945.” My particular set of concerns is with cultural
and human interactions in the relationship between modern China and
Japan—what Chinese scholars commonly call T HI LA E.
Politics, economics, military aggression by Japan, and diplomacy are
important, but only secondarily in my particular work.

My use of the term “Japan-China relations” in my title is deliber-
ate. I avoid the usual English term “Sino-Japanese relations,” which
tends to view the modern relationship between China and Japan through
Western eyes, without sufficient grounding in both Chinese and Japanese
source materials. Nor do I employ the term “China-Japan relations”
vk H 4%, because that useful term should be reserved for its current
usage: writings (usually by Chinese scholars) grounded in Chinese na-
tional and academic concerns and perspectives, and utilizing Chinese as
well as Japanese source materials.

For my own work, I choose the term “Japan-China relations” Hrh
BH{H, because my research of the past ten years has been grounded
overwhelmingly in Japanese primary and secondary source materials and
in academic studies based upon those materials. These have profoundly
influenced my choise of research topics and issues—even though my
primary graduate training was in modern Chinese history. My work
is, in fact, deficient in Chinese scholarly perspectives, source materials,

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and opinions. This reflects the still underdeveloped state of independent
Chinese scholarship. With more help from Institute of Modern History
scholars like Huang Fu-ch’ing and Lin Ming-te, and from the large
new corps of scholars emerging in the People’s Republic of China,
particularly in the three northeastern provinces and in the Beijing-Tian-
jin area, perhaps this deficiency can be remedied. In fact, I am
currently en route to the People’s Republic of China, via Taiwan and
Hong Kong, specifically to acquaint myself with mainland scholars and
with their published works, which are difficult to obtain oven in Japan.

To recapitulate, at present one can speak of three distinct research
fields—two in existance, and one in urgent need of development. One
can speak of “Japan-China relations,” or of “China-Japan relations,”
depending upon whether Japanese or Chinese national and academic
concerns and perspectives dominate a work of scholarship. (My own

'y

note cards are headed “Japan-China” or “China-Japan,” in accordance
with this principle.) A third approach, bringing together the best of
these two, remains to be developed and labeled.

After the above preliminary remarks, my presentation followed an
outline distributed to those present. The topics were as follows: “China”
in pre-Meiji thought; the “Real China” discovered, pre-1868; the “Real
China” reported, 1868-1894; China Associations in early Meiji Japan;
the Sino-Japanese War of 1894-95, a turning point; a “Colden Decade”
in Japan-China relations, 1898-1907; T6a Dobunkai HE[El» € in To-
kyo, 1898-1945, and To6a Dobun Shoin HiE[FE =< =Epz in Shangbai,
1900-1945, their founding ideals and relationship to the question of
Japanese imperialism in China.

To frame my thinking, I suggested periodizing modern Japan-China
relations around the following four phases of Japanese “imperialism”;
(1) before imperialism, up to the 1894-95 war; (2) transition to
imperialism, 1895-1914; (3) accelerating imperialism, 1915-31; and (4)
high imperialism, 1932-45.

As a working definition of imperialism, I offered the following
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thoughts. To label a country “imperialistic” requires that that country
exhibit both intention and capacity to move against another. The will
to penetrate and exploit must be accompanied by the capacity to carry
out that intention. Without capacity, intention cannot be translated into
action. Japan lacked real capacity until relatively late, about the time
of the Russo-Japanese War of 1904-05. An organized plan of action
is not required to warrant this label. The acid test lies in results,
specifically, a substantial degree of effective conirol by the outside
power over the target country’s economy, government, military, or
even education and culture. That control, though involving a foreign
land and its peoples, is exercised with primary reference to home-coun-
try interests.

Japan penetrating the huge American market, even in 1988 with
serious trade imbalances and substantial investments, is not labeled “im-
perialistic” because it is both largely welcorhed and its end result is not
domination of the U.S. economy and politics from Japan. But a major
Japanese (or American or Soviet) presence in a small or weak economy
can quickly lead to a dominating or controlling position in that coun-
try’s life. At that point, the term “imperialistic” becomes meaningful,
especially from the standpoint of the target country and peoples.

Finally, as questions or areas for further research, I noted the
following. (1) How did persons connected with Toéa Dobunkai and
Toa Dobun Shoin respond to and perhaps contribute to accelerating
" Japanese imperialism in China? Be specific, with respect to particular
forms of imperialism: economic, military, cultural, political. ~Moreover,
distinguish by periods. (2) Examine systematically Japanese efforts to
define a new cultural ideology in the 1930s, both for herself and for
all of East Asia. In China, this effort involved blending Confucianism
with other distinctly “Asian” traditions—Buddhism, Shintoism, etc. It
reflected Japan’s own cultural identity crisis, riggered by dreams of a
New Order for Asia. Specific proposals tended to be confused, and
doomed to failure. (3) Finally, there is evidence, needing further
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research, that many Japanse with long experience in China saw the
absurdity and hopelessness of much of the new Japanse thinking, and
of the military and non-military actions that accompanied it. These -

persons, as a result, were pushed aside and ignored by Japan’s new
military aggressors.

During the discussion period, Professor Chang Ts’un-wu questioned
my definition of imperialism for failing to emphasize “as illustrated by
Japanese aggression against Taiman, the Liu-ch’ius, and Korea in the

1870s and 1880s. He suggested that the term imperialism shouldapply to
Japan from the time of her first aggressive actions against her neighbors. 1

responded that “action” should indeed be a central part of my definition—
sharing a place of equal importance with intention and capacity. But
I maintained that action apart from the capacity and will to sustain
follow-up action is of a different order from action backed up by
capacity and intention. The essential elements of action, intention, and

capacity, in self-sustained combination, were lacking in Japan as a
whole until after abount 1905.

Professor Lin Ming-te suggested that I needed to distinguish “main-
stream” Japanese attitudes from fringe views, in talking about Japan
in the 1880s. As one example, he mentioned the Datsu-A ron, or
Disassociation from Asia views of Fukuzawa Yukichi in 1885. I res-
ponded by saying that one of the interesting and challenging aspects of

studying Japan-China relations before 1900 is that “mainstream” views
are non-existent, except during the war of 1894-95. Both before and

after that war, a wide variety of views were expressed, without any
real mainstream or consensus forming. The only thing that different
spokesmen seemed to hold in common was a desire to serve the best

interests of their country, Japan. Other than that, the specifics of
their thinking and proposals differed radically.

Professor Su Yun-feng, moderator of the meeting, brought the
discussion to a close at its scheduled closing time of 12:00 noon. He

expressed regret that the speaker had not allowed more time for discu-
ssion—a regret the speaker shared.
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Research of Modern Chinese History in
Europe (III): Germany

(with Notes on Austria and Switzerland)

Ursula Richter

1. Introduction

The genesis of Chinese Studies in Germany has been introduced in
nos. 1 (March 1986) and 3 (March 1987) of this Newsletter. The
present situation in West Germany (Federal Republic of Germany,
hereafter FRG), East Germany (German Democratic Republic, here-
after GDR), Austria and the German-speaking part of Switzerland is
marked by the absence of a research centre or periodical explicitly
focusing on Modern China (1840-1949). However, aspects of Modern
Chinese history are regularly included in the curricula of Chinese
Studies departments at universities and colleges; in addition, university
departments of Political Science, Sociology, Geography, Ethnology etc.
have increasingly offered lectures and seminars on one or the other
such aspect. The first part of this brief survey will therefore consist
of a list (in alphabetical order) or the most important academic
institutes in the four countries concerned, with additional notes on
non-academic institutions. This will be followed by a bibliography
of (mostly) recent publications in the FRG and GDR.

A few introductory remarks seem appropriate. The FRG consists
of ten Lénder (states) and West Berlin (up to a point, considering
its special status). Under the federal system, education policies of
the Lédnder show certain dissimilarities which, although more pro-
nounced at the elementary, middle, and high school levels, also concern
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the universities. Although it is theoretically possible to change freely
from one West German university to another, a student may have to
catch up with additional compulsory subjects and/or requirements if
he or she does so. In some universities, Chinese Studies are part of
the Classical Humanities faculty—in order to be admitted, students
have to prove proficiency in Latin. Some Sinology departments require
Japanese Studies as a subsidary subject, or at least proficiency in
Japanese, for admission to M. A. and PhD examinations. The number
of credits prescribed also varies. One or two departments have estab-
lished a compulsory propaedeutical year in elementary Chinese.
However, the general pattern of a course in Chinese Studies in the
FRG comprises four semesters of language studies (both veracular and
literary), supplemented by introductory lectures on various general
topics of Sinology and tutorials in “Hilfsmittelkunde” (where to look
for, and how to use, the most important dictionaries, Chinese ency-
clopedias, research tools, source materials, archives etc.). After these
four semesters, most departments take an examination. Successful
students are then expected to spend some time (preferably no less
than one year) in China (the Mainland or Taiwan) to enhance their
Chinese vocabulary and knowledge of the country in general. Most
students return with an idea for their future M. A. thesis already in
mind. After at least four more semesters, they can hand in their
theses and apply for admission to the examination. Only students
who have gained “first” or “second” grades for their master’s degree
(there are altogether four grades) will be eligible as Doktoranden,
i.e. post-graduates heading for a PhD. This may take at least two
more semesters, usually much longer. Some professors accept an
M. A. thesis to be expanded into a doctoral ditsertation.

From the above, it may have become evident that the time-hon-
oured principle of “academic freedom” is still upheld in German (as
well as other European universities), for better or worse. From their
first day at university, students are very much on their own, and
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not all of them are happy with the amount of independence they are
given. Some administrative measures have been taken in recent years
to curb disorientation and excessively long-term enrollement (such as
the intermediate examination mentioned above, and a prescribed upper
limit of semesters). Still, the choice of a topic for a thesis does not
always necessarily conform to the supervising professor’s own research
bias.

During the past twenty years, interest in (Mainland) China has
drastically intensified. This is one of the reasons for the increased
student enrolment. Yet, those who finally take a degree remain
few. A typical figure for the average size Chinese department will
show c¢. 50-70 freshmen p.a. as against three or four M. A.s and
one or two PhDs,

In the past, Germany has yielded some of the finest internation-
ally reputed scholars in classical Sinology. (> Today, only very few
of those who were trained in that tradition of sound scholarship are
still teaching or carrying on research in retirement (apart from those
who emigrated to other countries during Nazi dictatorship). A younger
generation of sinologues has risen and set new accents, opening the
field to studies of modern and contemporary China. So far so good.
It can not be denied, however, that along with a new orientation, a
certain slovenliness has gained ground, at least in the FRG., To be
sure, the devastastations of the Second World War caused heavy
setbacks. But this can now, more than fourty years after the War,
no longer be seen.as the only reason for the obvious fact that West
German modern and contemporary Chinese studies are sadly below
international standard. I am not a sociologist and would not dare
an in-depth analysis of this phenomenon. It simply strikes me that,
although the number of recent publications on modern and contemporary

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China in the FRG is indeed impressive, few of them merit the de-
scription as “sound scholarship”. It grieves me to confess that the
small number of publications from the GDR I was able to procure
compare rather favourably as far as solid professionalism is concerned—
in spite of their inevitable ideological bias. Of course, researchers in
the humanities face the same difficulties in the FRG as almost every-
where else these days——cuts and curtailments, scarcity of posts, lack
of funds etc. Unlike the GDR, West Germany has no Academy of
Sciences. (¥ Apart from a number of private and corporate founda-
tions, notably Volkswagenwerk, money for research projects in Chinese
Studies is granted by the Deutsche Forschungsgemeinschaft (DFG,
German Research Council). The Deutscher Akademischer Austausch-
dienst (DAAD, German Academic Exchange Service) helps students
and researchers who wish to go abroad for a time.

2. Academic and Other Institutions

2. 1. University Departments of Chinese Studies in the FRG®

2. 1. 1. Berlin:

Free University (formerly: Friedrich-Wilhelms-Universitit). The
Ostasien-Seminar (Institute of East Asian Studies) is divided into
departments for Japanese, Korean, and Chinese studies. The Chinese
department is headed by Profs. Erling von Mende (traditional China,
Manchu studies) and Kuo Heng-yii (modern China, Sino-German
relations).  With its unusually large staff, the department can offer
a wide variety of tutorials, lectures, and seminars. Although late-

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Ch’ing and Republican China is well represented, emphasis lies on the
contemporary society and economy of China.

Death in Peking from the 19th Century to the Present™).

2.1.2, Bochum:

Ruhr University

This is a new university where interdisciplinary studies are encou-
raged. The East Asian Department is devided into five branches:
Sinology, Japanese, Korean, East Asian Economy, East Asian Politics.
Profs. Helmut Martin (Chinese Literature) and Bodo Wiethoff (Pre-
Modern and Modern Chinese History) teach here, as does Hermann
Halbeisen (Modern and Contemporary Chinese Politics, he lectures at
the East Asian Politics branch as well). Emphasis lies on Chinese
Literature. The syllabus for the 1987/88 Winter term comprises 14
lectures and tutorials (apart from language courses) of which five
deal with pre-modern and ‘modern China under one aspect or the
other. The East Asian Politics branch offers a tutorial, “Comparison
of China’s and Japan’s Modernization” (Halbeisen).

A series of monographs is called Verdffentlichungen des Ostasien—
Instituts der Ruhr-Universitdt Bochum.

2.1.3. Bonn:
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The University has an Institute for Oriental Languages (Chinese,
Japanese, Korean, Indonesian) which naturally focuses on Linguistics;
occasional lectures on general topics, including modern and contempo-
rary history of the areas, are offered. The Sinologisches Seminar
(Institute of Sinology) has a classical orientation.

2. 1. 4. Erlangen-Niirnberg:

The Institute of Non-European Languages and Civilizations at the
University is divided into Chinese and Japanese branches. The Sinology
branch is headed by Prof. W. Lippert (Modern China). Although
emphasis is put on language instruction, tutorials on various aspects
have been offered. In the 1987 Summer term, Prof. B. Vittinghoff
tutored a seminar on “Stylistic comparison of H::H# and AR B .
In the current 1987/88 Winter term, Prof. Lippert heads a tutorial on
“Chinese reaction to the penetration of China by the West from the
Opium Wars to the May Fourth Movement”. Some of the M. A. theses
in progress show a pronounced interest in Republican China: “The Third
Party—An Attempt Towards a Coalition of the Major Political Forces
in China, 1927-1947” (M. Markwart); “The Progress Party and the
Failure of Constitutional Ideals in the Early Republic of China” (P.
Paesdag); “The New Culture Movement and B. Russell’s Visit to
China, 1920/21” (B. Szabo).

2.1.5. Frankfurt:

Johann-Wolfgang-Goethe University. A small Sinology depart-
ment, headed by Prof. Tsung-tung Chang, exists within the Institute
of Oriental and East Asian Philologies. Emphasis lies on classical
Chinese philology, history, and philosophy.

2.1. 6. Freiburg:

Albert-Ludwigs University.,  The Institute of Orientalistics com-
prises an Indological and a Sinological branch. The latter is headed
by Prof. Greiner. Emphasis lies on classical Chinese Studies.

2.1.7. Gottingen:

The East Asian Institute at the University is divided into a
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Chinese and a Japanese department. The Sinology department is
headed by Prof. E. Rosner (Pre-modern and early modern China,
history of Chinese science, particulary medicine). Although one of
the smaller institutes in the FRG, it boasts more than 100 new enrol-
ments and ¢. 12 M. A. and PhD candidates p.a. Emphasis is put on
Prof. Rosner’s own research preferences as well as Sino-Western
relations and the influence of Western ideas during the 19th and 20th
centuries.

2. 1. 8. Hamburg:

The Institute of Chinese Language and Civilization at the Unive-
rsity is headed by Profs. H. Stumpfeldt (pre-modern and modern
China) and B. Eberstein (contemporary China). The institute is
divided into the branches “Sinology I” (classical Sinology) and “Sinolgy
I1” (modern and contemporary China). In recent semesters, the
history and literature of Republican China was dealt with. The
current 1987/88 Winter semester syllabus comprises an introduction
to intellectual currents in 20th-century China (W. Schiitte); tutorials
on “History of Sino-German Relations” and “State and Society in the
Ch’ing” (Stumpfeldt).

2.1.9. Heidelberg:

The oldest German university (founded in 1386) has an Institute
of Sinology divided, like Hamburg, into branches I (classical) and II
(modern and contemporary). It is headed by Prof. Giinther Debon.
Emphasis lies on classical Chinese literature and intellectual history,
particularly Ming studies. Close interdisciplinary ties exist with the
University’s Institute of Art History, department of East Asian Art,
where L. Ledderose teaches Chinese art history. The Institute of
Sinology publishes a series of monographs, Heidelberger Schriften
zur Ostasienkunde.

2.1.10. Koln (Cologne):

The East Asian Institute at the University is divided in branches
for Chinese, Japanese, Korean, and Manchu Studies. The Sinology
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branch is headed by Prof. Martin Gimm (classical Chinese studies).
Prof. Gimm plans a monograph on P’u-yi and his family. Modern
China is dealt with by lecturer T. Scharping. Emphasis is put on
T’ang and Sung literature, pre-modern and modern China, and Manchu
studies. Since 1972, the institute has published a series of mono-
graphs, mainly on topics of classical sinology, Sinologica Coloniensia.

2.1.11. Mainz:

The University, Institute of Applied Linguistics, Chinese Depart-
ment. Naturally, instruction is focused on linguistics with an emphasis
on classical (Han, T’ang) texts.

2.1.12. Marburg:

Philipps University, Institute for Non-European Languages and
Civilizations, Department of Sinology: Modern and contemporary
Chinese literature; Ming studies; China’s foreign relations.

2.1.13. Miinchen (Munich):

Ludwig-Maximilians University, Institute of East Asian Studies,
Department of Sinology. Headed by Profs. Wolfgang Bauer (intel-
lectual history of China, Western influences) and H. Schmidt-Glintzer
(Chinese Buddhism) Other members of staff include Prof. W. Porkert
(Chinese medicine) and Prof. Kithe Finsterbusch (ancient Chinese art).
Prof. Bauer plans a project on German cultural influences in China
in the 19th and 20th. centuries. A number of PhD and M. A. theses
on Modern China were recently completed or are under preparation at
this department. (> The department publishes a series of monographs,
Miinchener Ostasiatische Studien.

2.1, 14, Miinster:

East Asian Institute at the University, department of Sinology.
This very small department offers mainly language instruction.

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2.1.15. Trier:

Institute of Sinology at the University. Established in the 1981/
82 Winter term, the head of this institute, Prof. Chiao Wei, was
only appointed in 1984. The emphasis lies on contemporary studies of
(Mainland) China.

2. 1. 16. Tiibingen: _

In 1985, the Institute of East Asian Philology at the University
was divided into two independent, co-operating departments for Chinese
(with Korean) and Japanese Studies. With c. 250 students, the
Sinology department is one of the largest in the FRG, despite its
relatively small staff. A close co-operation exists with the Department
of Economics at the University where students can obtain a special
diploma in Economics with “Economy and Society of Modern China”
as a subsidiary subject (“Regionalstudiengang”). At the Sinology
department, emphasis is put on history, economy, and civilization of
19th and 20th century China; Ming studies; Chinese foreign relations,
particulary with South East Asian countries and the Soviet Union.
Some recent M. A. theses completed here show a focal interest in
Modern China. ).

2.1.17. Wiirzburg:

The Institute of Sinology at the University was established in
1965. Headed by Prof. Hans Steininger (who is on the brink of
retirement), this institute offers mainly courses in classical sinology,
Chinese religion (Taoism), and the history of China’s ancient civiliza-
tion. However, graduate work on more recent topics has been done,
e.g. an M. A. thesis on “Aesthetics in Ts’ai Yuan-p’ei’s Philosophy”
(1. Krause), 1982. The institute publishes a series of monographs,
Wiirzburger Sino-Japonica.

2.2. Non-Sinological University Departments in the FRG

As mentioned, many institutes outside Chinese Studies proper now

offer courses on modern and éontemporary China, notably departments

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of Political Science, Law, Sociology, Economics, Ethnology, Geo-
graphy, as well as colleges and vocationalsc hools, e. g for Journalism,
etc. I cannot name them all here but shall list a few of the more
significant ones.

2.2.1. Berlin, Free University, Institute of Political Sciences,
Department of Chinese and East Asian Politics.

2.2.2. Bielefeld, the University, Sociological Department: Aspects
of Development Planning and Policies.

2.2,3. Koln (Cologne), Vocational College of Library and Docu-
mentation Sciences: Occasional courses on modern China.

2.2.4. Miinchen (Munich), the University, Institute of Political
Sciences, Department of International Politics: headed by Prof. G.-K.
Kindermann, the department offers focal instruction and course-work
on Sino-foreign relations in the modern period as well as on Sun-Yat-
senism.

2.2.5. Passau, the University, Law Department: Chinese language
courses specially designed for law students, including instruction on the
Chinese legal system.

2.2. 6. Saarbriicken, Saarland University, Law and Economics
Faculty, Department of Chinese and East Asian Politics: headed by
Prof. Jiirgen Domes, the department offers Chinese languages courses
as well as lectures and tutorials on modern and contemporary China,
in particular on the history of the Communist Movement.

2. 3. Institutions outside the University in the FRG

2.3.1. Instut fir Asienkunde Hamburg (Institute of Asian Af-
fairs). () Established in 1956 by the Federal Diet and Foreign Office of
the FRG, the Institute studies the contemporary political, economic,
and social developments in Asia (India, the Himalayan States, Sri
Lanka, China, Japan, Australia, and the South Pacific). It keeps

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contact with institutes of Asian studies in the FRG and abroad. It
runs a documentation centre, publishes the monthly China akiuell
(since 1972) and Siidostasien aktuell (since 1982), the North Korea
Quarterly (since 1974), and a Yearbook, Japan 19..-Politics and
Economy (in German, since 1977); also three series of monographs,
the Schriften des Instituts fir Asienkunde (since 1957), the Son-
derverdffentlichungen (since 1959), and Mitteilungen des Inst. f.
Asienk. (since 1959)—as well as a series of offprints (Sonderdrucke)
of articles by the Institute’s staff members. A library and archives
are situated on the premises of the Institute; the Institute’s Asia and
South Pacific Documentation Centre mainly compiles bibliographic
materials. Although the Institute’s research focuses on the PRC, it
must be mentioned in this context for its publications which include
numerous items on Modern China (see Bibliography below)

2. 3.2 Deutsche Gesellschaft fir Asienkunde (German Association
for Asian Studies), Hamburg. Trying to co-ordinate institutes, corp-
orations, and individuals within the wide field of Asian studies, the
Association publishes the quarterly ASIEN, containing both articles
and information about current events such as conferences, as well as
book reviews and lists of new publications, both German and foreign.

2. 3. 3. Bundesinstitut fiir ostwissenschaftliche und internationale
Studien (Federal Institute for Eastern and International Studies) in-
cludes research on modern and contemporary China in its programme.

2.3.4. Stiftung Wissenschaft und Politik (Foundation “Science
and Politics”), a government-affiliated research institute at Ebenhausen
near Munich. Its fellow Prof. Joachim Glaubitz has published works
on modern China.

~2.3.5. Others: There are various Associatiens of privately, com-
mercially, or politically interested individuals and/or corporations
dealing, in one way or another, with Asia and China in particular,
such as the Ostasiatischer Verein (East Asian Club) in Hamburg;
the Stiftung deutsches Ubersee-Institut (Foundation “German Overseas
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Institute”) in Hamburg which co-ordinates overseas regional studies in
the FRG; the Deutsche China-Gesellschaft (German China Association)
in Cologne; and the Gesellschaft fir deutsch-chinesische Freundschaft
(Association for Sino-German Friendship) in Frankfurt which was
founded in 1973 in the wake of the leftist “Students’ Movement” in
co-operation with the “Association for Friendship with Foreign Coun-
tries”, Peking; it publishes a journal, Dgs newe China, and brochures
on various aspects of the PRC—during the early years, these publica-
tions contained extremely one-sided representations informed by the
PRC, but in recent years, the journal at least has broadened its scope
and improved the quality of its articles, including topics from ancient
and modern Chinese history written by professionals. Last but not
least, the Imstitut fiur Auslandsbeziehungen (Institute of Foreign
Relations) in Stuttgart must be mentioned; it holds regular seminars
for managers and serves political, industrial, and commercial interests;
however, its journal Zeifschrift fir Kulturaustausch (Cultural
Exchange) (since 1953) seems disinterested enough; the institute has a
library which contains a number of works on modern China in Western
languages.
2. 4, Periodicals

Of course, German sinologues contribute to the well-known leading
periodicals in our field such as T’oung-pao, Journal of Asian Studies,
The China Quarterly, etc. German papers on modern China are also
among the publications in Asie Major (est. 1954, covering the entire field
of Asian Studies); ASIEN (see above, 2. 3.2); Bochumer Jahrbuch fiir
Ostasienforschung; China aktuell (see above 2.3.1.; this journal
chiefly deals with contemporary China); Chinablitter (started as an
annotated siock list of the Munich “Taiping” bookshop, it has expanded
since 1982 and now includes articles, translations of literary texts, book

2.4. Notes on the GDR, Austria, and Switzerland

2.4.1. The GDR:

Owing to the difficulties of communication with GDR scholars, I
can only give a very sketchy idea of Chinese Studies in East Germany(®
As far as studies of Sino-German relations in the modern period are
concerned, the GDR is in the extremely fortunate position to posses,
at the Potsdam Central Archives, the files of the former Imperial
German Foreign Office, in the 1950s supplemented by German diplom-
atic files that had remained in China and were returned by Peking to
East Berlin, ¢ Unfortunately, it has so far been impossible for West
Germans to gain access to these important archives. However, a
number of theses, articles, and monographs based on exploration of
these materials have been accepted and/or published in the GDR and
are—if sometimes with difficulties—obtainable in the FRG. As a rule,
GDR publications are well-researched, -organized, and -documented,
the inevitable ideological obertones notwithstanding. It can only be
hoped (until Potsdam opens its gates to researchers from the FRG)

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that our colleagues in the GDR continue to publish more of the kind.
Some of these works were published at Akademie Verlag, the publish-
ers of the Academy of (Social) Sciences of the GDR which seems to
host a group of scholars specializing on modern Chinese history. How-
ever, by the time this paper is going to press I am still waiting for
some concrete information on the Academy.

2.4.1. 1. Berlin (East): Humboldt University.

After administrative measures to concentrate Asian Studies in the
GDR in 1969, the “Sektion Asienwissenschaften” of the Humboldt
University became, for a while, the leading centre for sinological
instruction and research with scholars such as Profs. Fritz Gruner,
R. Felber and Ralf Moritz

2.4.1. 2. Leipzig: Karl-Marx University.

One of the oldest German universities, founded in 1409, it was
named after Karl Marx in 1953. Its former East Asian Institute was
linked with the names of such eminent pre-war sinologues as Georg
von der Gabelentz and August Conrady.- In 1947, it was re-opened,
headed by Prof. Eduard Erkes (1891-1958). Erkes, who joined the
Social Democrats in 1919, had been appointed professor in 1928 but
discharged by the Nazis after 1933, His large private library formed
the core of that of the renovated institute after 1951. He also helped
to re-build the department of Sinology at Humboldt University after
the War.  Erkes was one of the first German sinologues who introd-
uced to the field modern and contemporary Chinese studies and encour-
aged students and young researchers to study in China (he himself
followed an invitation by the Communist Chinese government and spent
a year in Mainland China in 1954/55). After his death, Prof. J.
Schubert (1896-1976) continued along the same orientation. The above-
mentioned concentration in 1969 meant a painful hiatus for the Leipzig
institute as it incurred the loss of most of its sinologues who went to
Berlin; the few who remained were re-organized (in 1968) into an
independent branch for South and East Asian Studies within the section
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for African and Near Eastern Studies. After a decline in the 1970s,
Chinese Studies were strengthened again in the 1980s, notably through
the appointment of Prof. R. Moritz (classical Chinese philosophy)
who had been among those leaving for Berlin in 1968/69 and later had
worked at the Academy of Social Sciences. In 1984, Moritz was given
tenure of the re-established “chair” of Sinology at Leipzig University.
As a member of the European Association of Chinese Studies(!®> Prof.
Moritz represented the GDR at the Oxford (1971) and Ortisei (1978)
conferences.

2.4.2. Austria:

2.4.2.1. Vienna (Wien) University, Institute of Sinology, headed
by prof. Otto Ladstétter (Chinese linguistics). Modern Chinese history
is taught by lecturer Dr Pilz. Emphasis lies on traditional and modern
Chinese literature.

A Journal, China Report, edited by Prof. Ladstdtter, covers
chiefly contemporary (Mainland) China.

2.4.2.2. Apart from the University—and in self-proclaimed con-
trast to its “conservative” Institute of Sinology—there exists in Vienna
an “Institute of Chinese and South-East Asian Studies” named after
one Ludwig Boltzmann. Most of the slim monographs published in
its series, Berichte des Ludwig-Boltzmann-Instituts fir China-und
Siidostasienforschung, show the unprofessional one-sidedness in favour
of the PRC characteristic for most publications of “Friendship-with-
China Associations” in other Western countries. One work on Sino-
Austrian relations by the leaders of the institute forms an exception,
packed as it is with (sometimes highly amusing) documentation of
bi-lateral understandings and misunderstandings from pre-modern days
to the present: Gerd Kaminski and Else Unterrieder, Von Osterreichern
und Chinesen, Vienna, Munich, Zurich: Europaverlag, 1980.

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2. 4. 3. Switzerland:

Zurich (Ziirich) University, Institute of East Asian Studies, headed
by Prof. Robert Gassmann (classical Chinese philology); lecturer Dr
Norbert Meienberger focuses on modern and contemporary China, Dr
Harro v. Senger on Chinese law. The syllabus of the current 1987/88
Winter semester offers seven (out of twelve) lectures or tutorials
related to pre-modern and modern China: “Confucianism in the 20th
century—the philosophy of Xiong Shili (Hsiung Shih-1i)” (Kern);

“Modern Chinese literature by and on women” (Figini); “The convers-

ations of Zhu Xi (Chu Hsi)” (Schumacher); “The representation of
human beings (renwu miaoxie) in modern Chinese literature” (Lin);
“The Ming novel, ‘The Romance of the Three Kingdoms’ (San Guo
Yanyi) as a textbook on strategy” (v. Senger); “China and the West,
1840-1919” (Meienberger); “Novels of the Ming and Qing (Ch’ing)”
(Gassmann).

3. Bibliography (FRG)

This selection focuses on recent publications and excludes works on
modern Chinese literature as well as translations of literary works by
modern Chinese authors; however, occasional exceptions were made
in favour of older publications which are still widely read, and of
such studies of modern Chinese literature which present their subject in a
wider historical context. The quality of the works listed varies greatly—
some are sound scholarly surveys, others biased in favour of either the
PRC or the Republic of China (including the choice of source mate-
rials), while a few are outright flimsy. The reason why the latter
were nonetheless included is to show the scope of interest in modern
China in the FRG. Monographs are classified as follows: Biblio-
graphies; General Surveys; Intellectual History; Sino-Western/German
Relations (it was not always easy to decide where to put works in these
two categories; e.g. the Chinese perception of Schiller or H. Hesse
pertains to both); History of the Chinese Communist Movement; Poli-
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ticial History; Economic, Social, and Regional History. In an appendix,

a few articles and theses are listed.
